SHA’s Native American Consultation process is new and still evolving.  MD has over 57,000 individuals who claim some Native American heritage, but only a small portion belong to groups that will be involved in consultation with SHA.  SHA consults with a number of different Native American entities which have different statuses.

There are no Federally recognized tribes resident in Maryland but perhaps 15 tribes have interests in Maryland based on historic activities in the state in colonial times, and their role in absorbing large numbers of Maryland Indian refugees.  

Technically, all consultation with Federally recognized tribes should be conducted by FHWA to meet the Govt. to Govt. level of coordination required by their sovereign status.

For SHA,  FHWA identified and made initial contacts with 13 Federally recognized tribes by letter.   SHA has undertaken project specific consultation.  FHWA is still ultimately responsible and technically should get approval of the tribes in advance before delegating project-specific consultation to a state DOT.   

SHA plans to do MOAs with specific tribes in the future. The next step is a tribal summit with face-to-face meetings.

These are approximate historically relevant areas of interest for the Federally recognized tribes.  The Iroquois Five Nations had protracted dealings the Susquehannock and Piscataway  Indians in Maryland, eventually defeating both groups and then absorbing their refugees.  By right of conquest of the extinct Susquehannock, the Iroquois claimed the Maryland upper Eastern and Western shores in treaty negotiations. The Tuscarora migrated through Central Maryland in the early 18th century in order to join the Iroquois League. ��A small portion of the Delaware drainage system, the Christina River watershed, lies in northeastern Cecil County and was in Lenape territory.  The Nanticoke and Piscataway likely descended from the Delaware/Lenape and later incorporated refugees from the Maryland tribes.

The Shawnee were highly mobile and likely had ancestral prehistoric sites in far Western Maryland.  In the late 17th century the Shawnee had settlements in Cecil County, before establishing towns on the Upper Potomac in the early 18th century.  The Shawnee also absorbed Maryland Indian refugees.

Consultation with State-Recognized tribes is not required under NHPA but does fall under NEPA and Environmental Justice considerations.

A  Federal agency may invite State-Recognized Tribes to participate in consultation based on a demonstrated interest in the undertaking's effects on historic properties.

Consultation with unrecognized Maryland Indian Groups occurs at the same level as any other consulting party.  MD Indian Groups are legitimate community groups that are usually incorporated, with deep historic, prehistoric, and environmental interests.

Maryland has 5 unrecognized indigenous Indian groups.  The Accohannock have a petition for state recognition currently under review.

Here  are the locations of the modern MD Indian groups.   Note that large parts of the state are not covered.  In instances where no MD SRT or Indian group has indicated interest in an area, the MCIA is the primary Maryland contact. Federally recognized tribe interests also cover these areas.   

The chart indicates Indian populations in SHA Districts from the 2010 census, and also shows which districts contain modern Indian communities.

SHA has elected to have a standardized approach to consultation with Federally recognized tribes rather than attempting a tribe-specific approach.

SHA does project-specific consultation internally on behalf of FHWA.  The point of 1st notification will often correspond to the first project letter to  the Maryland Historical Trust.  FHWA is copied.

Communications from SHA to Federally recognized tribe are signed by the director of OPPE for the SHA Administrator.  Communications to the SRT and other Maryland groups are signed by the Cultural Resources Section ADC.
